User Instructions 
As of 01/01/2006, the following changes have been made to electronic VAT and ICL declarations:

· VAT declaration
· Additional controls have been added to verify data

· ICL declaration

· BECON number has been added in the XML file.  This is populated field “Contact ID” of the agent from the Electronic Tax Declaration Setup window
· Additional controls have been added to verify data

In eVAT versions relating to tax year 2005, it was possible within Navision to specify whether the VAT declaration should be submitted on behalf of the taxpayer or via an agent.  For the ICL declaration, it was only possible to submit on behalf of the taxpayer.  

After installing this version relating to tax year 2006, it is possible to submit the ICL declaration on behalf of the tax payer or via an agent.  In order to support this change, the following has been changed in Navision:

· New field called “ICL contact type” has been added to the Electronic Tax Declaration Setup window.  

· Former field “contact type” has been renamed to “VAT contact type”

· New fields “agent contact address” “agent contact city” and agent contact post code” have been added so that this information can be added to the XML file if submitting ICL via an agent.   
Note: As of 2006, both VAT and ICL files support fields for software vendor code and software version.  These are optional for 2006.  Due to late availability of specifications from the Tax authorities, we were unable to support these fields for this update.  These will be supported in a later release.  These fields are expected to become mandatory in 2007.  
This critical update for Navision 4.0 supports the electronic VAT declaration (PIN and PKI) and ICL (Intercommunity deliveries) list.
This critical update is valid only as of 1/1/2006.  Any electronic declarations for calendar year 2005 must be submitted using prior versions of eVAT. This update should be installed only after all VAT and ICL declarations have been submitted for the 2005 calendar year.  

This critical update supports BAPI client 9.0.3.0 available for download from the Dutch Tax authorities website.
