New Object Types XMLport and MenuSuite

(No NSS Number)


The new object types from Navision 4.0 (XMLport and MenuSuite) are no longer imported as Tables.

Both objects are skipped during import.

A problem during merge caused an import problem while importing the new custom version in Navision.

Where Used Doesn't Find All Occurrences

Where Used did not find all the result lines in C/AL statements that are written in multiple lines.


For example:


Table1.Field_1 := Table1.Field_2;


Table1.TESTFIELD(  

Field_1);


The result for Where Used for Field_1 only contains the first line 
(Table1.Field_1 := Table1.Field_2).

Update From/To Navision Client


Check If Upload to a Client is Necessary


When uploading the objects from a merged version to the Navision client, the checksum of these Objects will always differ, even when the objects are unchanged. 


The problem is that Microsoft Business Solutions-Navision Developer’s Toolkit currently cannot re-create the exact Navision export format. For example, the order of properties is changed, empty OnRun triggers are shown or the format of multiline properties is different.


The result is that all the selected objects will be uploaded to the Navision client.


Method Flow

Method Flow and WITH DO statement

Using Method flow on a With DO statement does not work as intended

Line Length in Method Flow Window


A line in the Method Flow window has a maximum line length of 256 characters. If a C/AL code line contains more than 256 characters it will be truncated in the Method Flow tree. 


This appears for example in IF statements that have multiple lines of C/AL. All the lines between IF and THEN are shown as one line in the Method Flow window and might be longer than 256 characters.


If you want to see the whole information of a line you can open the Code Viewer window for this line.


Where Used


Problem with Source Analyzer of MBS-NDT 1.03/1.04

DE-455-83-ZAZR

When using "Where Used" or "Where Used with", for example, on a table in Source Analyzer the result only shows the definitions as variable or property. If the table is found in a codeunit, it would be nice, if the source lines would be visible without a new search using "where used". At this time you have to use "where used" on each result of step 1 to get the whole result.
